JACC Catechism 2009-2010
Fridays: 0900 Mass/1015-1115 Catechism

1.  Registration:  11 and 18 September 2009 from 1015-1115 in Hall 5. Please complete one registration form for each child enrolling. Registration form can be downloaded from St Francis Website under ministries. http://stfrancisjebelali.ae/home.htm 
2.  Registration fee:  150 dhs per child, due at time of registration. (Additional 150 dhs Sacramental fee required per child receiving First Eucharist or Confirmation.) Catechists and other volunteers exempt from fees.
3.  Classes begin: Friday, October 9th following 0900 Mass from 1015-1115.
4.  Parents/children are required to participate in the 0900 Liturgy as part of the Catechism program.

5.  Parents are required to share their gifts/talents with the JACC program. 
6.  Teachers or administrators must be informed prior to class of student absences. Students in Sacramental preparation classes who miss more than 4 classes will be evaluated by the Parish priest before receiving the Sacraments.

7.  Reconciliation/First Eucharist: 

· students must be 7 years of age by 1 September 2009 or older to receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation and First Eucharist.

· two years of formal preparation must be completed before the Sacrament is received- students will be placed in one grade lower as necessary.

· a copy of the child’s Baptismal certificate is required for parish records.

· parents and students will be required to attend preparation classes during the year, dates to be announced.

8.  Confirmation:

· students must be 13 years of age by 1 September 2009 to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation.

· two years of formal preparation must be completed before the Sacrament is received- students will be placed in one grade lower as necessary.

· a copy of the child’s Baptism and First Eucharist certificates are required for parish records.

· students will be required to attend at least 2 retreats, dates to be announced.

· community service hours are required for Confirmation candidates.

9. Special Sacraments:

· students needing Sacraments with birthdates that are not within 1-2 years of the appropriate Sacrament grade will be placed in their age appropriate class and provided with home study materials for Sacrament preparation.  Arrangements are then made between the family and the priest for reception of the needed Sacrament.
