Rules and Regulations governing Assisi Catechism Classes (ACC)
1. Catechism Class and Holy Mass that follows is treated as a single unit and attendance of both is integral to the spiritual growth of the child. Therefore it is compulsory that the child attending catechism HAS TO ATTEND THE MASS. A certificate of attendance will be issued every three months for both MASS and CATECHISM. If the child fails to have a minimum of 80% per quarter, they risk repeating the class. If a child is missing mass, parents need to make this request in writing to the teacher while dropping the child to class. 
2. In case of general absenteeism, parents must inform the class teacher or the Catechism Office in writing the reason for their absence.
3. In the interest of safety, the child has to be dropped off and picked up from inside the church premises. 

4. If the family is car pooling, a note needs to be issued to the teacher advising who will be picking up the child.
5. Beyond 15 minutes of the end of mass, the child will be left in the church office and needs to be picked up from there, rather than outside the church gates.
	Sacramental classes

1. Parents of children receiving First Holy Communion will be called on to attend at least TWO compulsory meetings with the Parish Priest. Dates will be advised closer to the time. 
2. Those students who are planning to receive either First Holy Communion or Confirmation may not be permitted to receive the sacraments if they are absent for four classes along with the mass without genuine reasons.
3. As all work for the sacramental classes is very intense and the teachers are primarily involved in the spiritual support for your child, we seek volunteers who can assist with organizing the big day. If you have a particular talent or would like to volunteer time to the organizing committee, please register with the catechism administration team.  

	

	Whenever called for, it is very important that parents attend the meetings. 
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
